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» Student Centered Funding Formula (SCFF):

» Hold Harmless (HH) through 2024-25 (district gets greater of HH plus
COLA or what they would earn under the SCFF).

» Starting in 2025-26, districts get higher of 2024-25 funding level
(funding floor) or what they would be funded through the SCFF.

» Districts in HH would slowly fall out of HH as they would not receive
a COLA.
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» Set an aspirational goal for funding of community colleges

» Significantly increase the base funding to reach that goal

» Provide for long-term simulations to explore potential changes
to the funding formula

» Consider first generation students and adult learners
