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BP 2220 COMMITTEES OF THE BOARD

Note: This policy is legally required. 

 
The Board of Trustees shall act as a committee of the whole in all matters. 

 

The President of the Board shall appoint such subcommittees as are deemed 
necessary. Such subcommittees shall not have executive power but shall serve 
in an investigative and advisory capacity only, reporting all findings and 
recommendations to the Board for action. 

 

In addition, the Board of Trustees may, by action, establish committees that it 
determines are necessary to assist the Board in its responsibilities. Any 
committee established by Board action shall comply with the requirements of 
the Brown Act and with these policies regarding open meetings. 

 
Board ad-hoc committees that are composed solely of less than a quorum of 
members of the Board that are advisory are not required to comply with the 
Brown Act, or with these policies regarding open meetings, unless they are 
standing committees. 

 

Board committees that are only advisory have no authority or power to act on 
behalf of the Board. Findings or recommendations shall be reported to the 
B o a r d  for consideration.
