Instructors are encouraged to provide 
opportunities for the development of clear thinking, balanced judgment, intelligent 
choices, and an understanding of the methods and devices of propaganda. In such 
activities, instructors shall emphasize loyalty to the United States, the importance of 
good citizenship, and vigilance in protecting our freedom, and shall refrain from using 
classroom privileges to promote partisan politics, sectarian religious views, or selfish 
propaganda of any kind.
