Julia suggested the Advisory Board members  of the grants so they can be co-contributors.  They may be able help assist in the Grant writing process.  

Farm:  John B. gave an update on the farm:  Chipping of the trees has started, but not completed due to mechanical failure.  We have been granted a burn permit as plan B if chipping doesn’t resume promptly.  
We need to start preparing the ground for the 3 new greenhouses and aquaponics system that has been purchased.  

We spoke with the architect and PUSD facilities director about where the new facilities will be placed, the design of the farmers market, prep work that needs to be considered before installing the structures: fencing, electrical, water, cement pads and ground preparation.   

We hope to have some of the structures up before Christmas.
